Below is the strategy we use when praying

God’s Word for someone’s salvation.

 

Read the verse. Take a moment to meditate 

on the Scripture and start with a few words of

worship. Then, ask God, “How do you want me

to pray for this person?” After that, wait

quietly for God’s Spirit to prompt you to use

the words and phrases of the verse to be your

prayer. Be conversational and pause to wait

for His Spirit to prompt your prayer with

words or phrases in the verse. 

The BCM/D prayer ministry has found the

Scriptures on the following pages helpful 

in praying the Word for the lost.
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1. Pray they seek God
“And without faith it is impossible to please him, for

whoever would draw near to God must believe that 

he exists and that he rewards those who seek him.”

Hebrews 11:6 

2. Pray God sets them free
“For freedom Christ has set us free; stand firm

therefore, and do not submit again to a yoke of

slavery.” Galatians 5:1

3. Thank God that it is not too hard for Him 
to save them
“Ah, Lord God! It is you who have made the heavens

and the earth by your great power and by your

outstretched arm! Nothing is too hard for you.”

4. Pray that God keeps you resolved in prayer

9. Pray for them to have Godly repentance

10. Claim the authority of Jesus’ name
“Whatever you ask in my name, this I will do, that 

the Father may be glorified in the Son. If you ask

 me anything in my name, I will do it.” John 14:13-14

11. Pray they understand God’s love and sacrifice 
for them
“But God shows his love for us in that while we 

were still sinners, Christ died for us.” Romans 5:8

12. Pray God gives them Childlike faith
“Truly, I say to you, whoever does not receive 

the kingdom of God like a child shall not enter it.”

Luke 18:17

94. Claim the truth of the power of the Gospel
“For I am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the

power of God for salvation to everyone who believes,

to the Jew first and also to the Greek.” Romans 1:16

95. Pray they see how God has blessed them
“Or do you presume on the riches of his kindness 

and forbearance and patience, not knowing that 

God’s kindness is meant to lead you to repentance?”

Romans 2:4 

96. Proclaim their salvation will fulfill the glory
and will of God
“Pray then like this: “Our Father in heaven, hallowed

be your name. Your kingdom come, your will be done,

on earth as it is in heaven.” Matthew 6:9-10

97. Pray God reveals to them that they are in darkness
“They are darkened in their understanding, alienated

from the life of God because of the ignorance that is 

in them, due to their hardness of heart.”

meaning “Redeemer”
“I have blotted out your transgressions like a cloud

and your sins like mist; return to me, for I have

redeemed you.” Isaiah 44:22

91. Pray they receive Jesus
“And Peter said to them, ‘Repent and be baptized

every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the

forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the gift

of the Holy Spirit.’” Acts 2:38

92. Pray that they know Christ paid for their sin
“All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned—

every one—to his own way; and the Lord has laid on

him the iniquity of us all.” Isaiah 53:6

93. Pray they hear God’s word and believe
“Truly, truly, I say to you, whoever hears my word and

believes him who sent me has eternal life. He does not

come into judgment, but has passed from death to

life.”

20. Pray they are convinced of the need for salvation
“And throw them into the fiery furnace. In that place

there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.” 

Matthew 13:42

21. Pray the Devil fails to corrupt the word 
they received
“The ones along the path are those who have heard;

then the devil comes and takes away the word from

their hearts, so that they may not believe and be

saved.” Luke 8:12

22. Pray that they know they cannot save themselves
“Now it is evident that no one is justified before God

by the law, for ‘The righteous shall live by faith.’”

23. Pray God breaks the power of evil over them

49. Ask God to convince them that He can save them.

50. Pray that they believe salvation is a gift of God
“For by grace you have been saved. And this is not

51. Pray that God rescues them from Satan
“He has delivered us from the domain of darkness and

transferred us to the kingdom of his beloved Son.”

52. Pray that they dread the judgment of God

“Until now you have asked nothing in my name.

55. Claim the promise of answered prayer and that 
it is His will
“And this is the confidence that we have toward him,

that if we ask anything according to his will he hears

us.” 1 John 5:14

56. Pray that God delivers them from spiritual
blindness
“And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those

who are perishing. In their case the god of this world

has blinded the minds of the unbelievers, to keep them

from seeing the light of the gospel of the glory of

Christ, who is the image of God.” 2 Corinthians 4:3-4
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
